While the terms are sometimes 

used interchangeably, a network 

is often a loose association of 

people or groups brought 

together by a common interest, 

whereas a coalition is a more 

formal organization created in 

pursuit of a specific goal 



Why do we need networking and coalitions? 

 
• Effective in mobilizing political will in influencing 

policy 

 

• Bring together and guide collective voices toward 

common policy goals 
 

• Create synergies among members; share information, 

ideas, and resources; and combine efforts to more 

efficiently plan and implement joint advocacy 
campaigns. 

 

• Greater size and visibility make it easier for networks 

and coalitions to mobilize resources and gain 
recognition
